Sans Serif examples include Calibri, Arial, Verdana, Trebuchet

Serif examples Times New Roman, Georgia, Palatino

Monospace fonts - e.g. courier, courier new

Serif vs Sans Serif contrast of serif and sans serif (without serifs) also known as just "sans"

Contrast of serif (headings) and sans-serif (body text) can work, e.g. A List
Apart using serif for <hN> tags (font-family: Georgia, "Times New Roman",
serif) and body (font-family: Verdana, sans-serif)
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
